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Digitally remastered in October 2005 by Peter Harrison at disk2disc for Pristine Audio.
Originally released in 1952 as two Decca LPs, LXT2681-2.

Much effort has been spent in trying to ensure we have an accurate track listing. However this
recording, which uses the 1952 Covent Garden production score, contains numerous cuts,
additions, and reductions from what is now usually regarded as the ‘complete version'. Precise
details of these changes are unclear both on the original documentation and in subsequent catalogues.
As such we are only 99% convinced we've got our track listing right and apologise for any errors.

(As Peter put it so eloquently: "It almost took longer to sort out the bloody track listing than to remaster the recording...")
